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Dear Parents:

School is well underway and the students are adjusting well to their schedules and routines of the school day. Your child’s safety and well-being while at Cobb are of utmost importance. For this reason, we have established the guidelines below that must be followed in order to provide a safe environment for our students.

1. All doors to the building, except the main front doors will be locked from the outside during the school day. All parents and visitors must enter through the front door, sign in at the office, and obtain a visitor’s pass. EVERYONE NEEDS TO HAVE A PASS.

This pass must be worn while in the building/cafeteria area and returned to the office before leaving. All visitors are required to show an ID.

2. If parents need to take their child out of school early need to report to the office to sign the student out. Identification (i.e. driver’s license or picture ID) is required

3. Parents are not allowed past the entrance doors when dropping off or picking up children. If you need to come inside these doors, please obtain a visitor’s pass from the office.

4. The building does not open until 7:30 a.m. Students can not be dropped off any earlier as there will be no one here to supervise them. This is a concern regarding their safety.

5. School dismisses at 3:35 p.m.; all children are escorted by their teachers to the cafeteria. All students are walked to the cafeteria at the end of the day. Students who walk home are escorted by staff across the street. Students who ride the bus or are picked up by daycare are walked to the bus ramp; those on second run are seated in the cafeteria. Students who are picked up by car are also escorted to the cafeteria. Parents are required to form a single file line around the circle and drive around to the yellow pickup area. Please do not double park or leave your car unattended. We also ask that you do not park across the street in between parked cars. This puts students at risk since they have to cross the street unsupervised. We strongly encourage everyone including parents, to use caution when crossing the street. Modeling good safety rules is one way to get the students used to walking safely. Traffic is very heavy and can be dangerous. We ask parents to be patient and on the constant lookout for children. Children are not allowed to reenter the building once they are dismissed unless it is an emergency. Plans for pickup are to be made prior to the beginning of the school day- to avoid confusion.

We encourage parents to visit and be an active part of our school, but we need to create as little disturbance to the student’s education as possible. No one will be permitted to wait in the halls, near a classroom door, or in other areas where classes are being conducted. Please respect every child’s right to a full day’s education. These guidelines are set not to discourage parents from being active, but to ask your help so that we can create a sage learning environment for our students. Together we can make this work.
