What can parents do?

Is your child upset after going online?  Ask questions!


Investigate parental-controls software





Reminders for student online users:


Never give out passwords or PINS to friends


Don’t send messages when you are angry


Never say something in an email that you wouldn’t say to somebody’s face


Don’t believe everything you see or read


Online conversations are not private.  Be careful!





Strategies for targets of cyber bullying:


Do not open, forward, read or respond to messages from cyber bullies


Save all messages as evidence


Tell a trusted adult about the problem 


If you are threatened with harm, call the police
